Additional Artist Challenge Informatioh & Resources

Before the students begin drawing, it is helpful to give them information about water conservation, what it
is and why it is important. When selecting a winner, the judges will consider: use of water conservation
tip, artistic ability and creativity. So, the more information the student has about water conservation the
better.

Some auick and easy conservation fips:

= Never use your toilet as a wastebasket!

= Take shorter showers

= Turn off dripping faucets

= Drink filtered tap water rather than bottled water

= Turn off the water when brushing your teeth — it saves 4 to 10 gallons of water a day
= Use your dishwasher and washing machine for full loads only!

= Check for leaky pipes and fixtures and fix them immediately

= Always turn off the water while you are washing your hands

= Take showers instead of baths

= Use low-flow shower heads

= Wash your car in the rain

= Use water efficient appliances and install aerators on taps and faucets

= Use rain barrels to collect water to use on plants instead of using a hose

= Pour unwanted bottled water on a thirsty plant instead of down the drain
= Place a 1 liter bottle in your toilet tank to save water each time you flush

= Use mulch in the garden to help plants retain moisture

= Use native plants in your garden that don’t require much water

= Put a bucket in the shower to collect extra water and use it to water plants
= Be sure to recycle to help save the streams and lakes from pollution

= Turn off sprinklers when it is raining
